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The European Junior (and Cadet) Cup competitiongre organized in accordance
with FITA Constitution and Rules (FITA C&R).

European Junior Cup competitions — General Forma

There will be:

* Two legs of the European Junior Cups and Junior Eogl during European and
Mediterranean Junior Archery Championships in exeanrs;

* One leg of the European Junior Cup and Junior Gopl in odd years (when
FITA World Junior Archery Championships is orgamixe

Daily Schedule of the European Junior Cup consditions (including official
training day, last day of the competition - Saty)daill be prepared by the organizers
together with the appointed Technical Delegate:

Ranking Round — FITA Round — 5 days: Tuesdaytdr8ay
Ranking Round — 70m/60m Round — 4 days: Wednes8ayurday

Allocation of European Junior Cup competitions

Any organization willing to host Junior Cupeat according to EMAU requirements
can submit a bid to EMAU Secretary General throtighMember Association (MA)
of the country in which the Junior Cup event wake place.

The bid must be submitted before June 3M@fyear previous to the year of event.
After receiving the bid the EMAU Secretary Genewall send to the organizers
willing to organize Junior Cup event the EMAU Ewefivaluation Checklist to fulfil.

2.8 Rounds shot at European Junior Cup competition

2.8.1 The FITA Outdoor Target Archery Round (adoog to art. 4.5.1.2 FITA C&R) will
be shot in odd years;

2.8.2 The FITA 60 Meter Round (according to arb.%.6 FITA C&R) and the FITA 70
Meter Round (according to art. 4.5.1.7 FITA C&R)IWe shot in even years.

3 Application of FITA rules at European Junior Cup competitions

3.1  The Outdoor Target Archery rules will complitwthose of FITA, which are in force
in the year of the organisation of the Europeanai@up competition.

3.2  The articles of the FITA rules below are aggliat Junior Cup competitions with
following exceptions:

3.2.1 The maximum of 64 archers per category wihklify for the Olympic Round
Individual event.

3.2.2 Archers both in the individual and team Frmoands may continue to score and collect
their arrows.

3.2.3.1 The quarter and semi-finals matches mahbenot alternating.
3.2.3.2 The final matches for the Bronze and Golklddds will follow the FITA ruling of

alternate shooting. At this stage of the eventtavgets will be utilised for each match
(i.e. one archer per targget
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3.2.3.3 If the time frame of the competition doésilow to fit required number of alternated

matches, the matches can be combined. The sufficieamber of judges with
stopwatches will be provided.

3.2.3.3.1 All bronze medal matches may be shdteasame time.

3.2.3.3.2 All Cadet gold medal matches may be ahtite same time

3.2.3.3.3 All Junior gold medal matches may be shtthe same time.

3.2.4.1 The number of athletes that may be enteyea MA is limited. At European Junior

Cup competitions, a MA may enter no more than {dliathletes in each category.

Awards at European Junior Cup competitions:

The top 3 placed individuals and teams in eheision and in each class in Olympic
rounds in each leg of the European Junior Cup ctiigrewill receive awards as the
winners of that tournament.

The awards at the European Junior Cup congpwiit (except European &
Mediterranean Junior and Cadet Championships)heilprovided by the Organizing
Committee (8x3 for individuals and 24x3 for teams).

At the Awards Ceremony the Anthem of the lidlial and Team winner’'s country
will be played, the flags of the top three placedividuals’ and teams’ countries will
be raised.

Determining the winners of the European Junior @p circuit:

The winner, the second and the third plageters in each category of the European
Junior Cup Circuit are determined among the EMAlJeties and teams by the highest
total score of two Qualification round results. @fithree Qualification round results
only result of the Final leg and one highest wdlddded,i(e., the winner, the 2nd and
3 places will be determined among participantshef Einal leg.

Determining the winners in competition betweelEMAU Member Associations
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The placement of each MA in the Team Olympind in each class and division will
be taken into account in the calculation. For ddéhand each category, the number
of points from the Final and the highest numbepaihts in one of the two initial Cups
will be added. Each time a MA is classified in flist four places it will gain points
in accordance with following table:

1 place 10 points
2”; place 8 points
3rh place 4 points
4" place 2 points

In the case of a tie, the highest numbdirsif places, second places etc. will decide
the winner. If there is still a tie, the highestre score in the Qualification Round of
the Final of the Cup, whatever category, will detigre the winner.

The medals for the final ranking of Europeamidr Cup circuit for the top 3
individuals in each category will be provided by EM.

The cups for the final ranking of European du@up circuit for the top 3 MAs will
be provided by the host organizing committee.

The medals and cups are to be engraved b@rdp@niser with the name and the year
of the competition and the place.d. “EUROPEAN JUNIOR CUP 200X -'1
place/2? place/3” place”).

Technical Officials

EMAU Council will appoint a Technical Delegated two (2) International Judges for
each tournament.

The organizing MA will provide at least 7 Jedgand a Director of Shooting who
have not lower than National Judge status. Thenizgay MA may invite Judges from
other MAs.

The Jury of Appeal will be appointed on theldiby the Technical Delegate: a
chairman and 2 members as well as 2 alternates.

In addition to the Technical Delegate thermttence by one member of the Committee
at each leg is important to maintain the standafdshe development of young
archers.

Entry fee and accommodation

The Organizing Committee will offer sufficiemaimber of rooms. The price should be
done not more thaBURO 65 (or equivalentper person per dayincluding full board
(the price in double rooms).

The Entry Fee should not exceedRO 50 per archer.
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7.3 There will be no entry fees for officials amal entry fees for teams.
8 EMAU support for Member Associations

8.1 EMAU MAs which have not participated in any tife European Junior Cup
competitions may apply to EMAU for a grant to eleatine archer and one coach to
compete. The grant will be awarded upon the datisf&aMAU Council.
